Venue
The 2012 DCA World Championship finals will take place at the Navy Marine Corps
memorial Stadium, Annapolis, Maryland.

Annapolis is only 35 miles away from the
Capital of the USA, Washington DC. The

in Washington DC for week one of the tour
and then to move into Annapolis for the
second week. During the second week there
are many plans to share wonderful
experiences with the DCA community similar
to how we did in Rochester in 2010.

Cost of Tour.
